Parade Route

The Parade will move off from Pow Street onto Finkle Street, turning left onto Vulcan’s Lane and proceed to Vulcan Park, arriving at the Cenotaph at approximately 2.15pm where a short service and wreath laying ceremony will take place. The service at the Cenotaph will be led by Revd. Julia Powley. The parade will leave Vulcan Park via Fleet Street and onto Princess Street where The Mayor will take the salute outside the Workington Town Council Offices. On passing the Saluting Base the Command “Eyes Right” will be given by individual Unit Commanders, (Standard Bearers will remain looking to the front).
The parade will carry on down Princess Street and turn right onto Corporation Road. The parade will continue up Corporation Road and turn left onto Oxford Street.  The parade will then carry onto St Michael’s Church. 
The parade will HALT outside St Michael’s Church and when ordered to “Fall-Out” by the Parade Marshal, will proceed into Church for the Remembrance Service which will take place at 3pm. The church service will be led by TBC.
Conduct during parade
The parade is part of the Act of Remembrance and offers an opportunity for quiet reflection. Please be mindful of the nature of the parade and keep discussions to a minimum. Please do not leave the parade on route unless for an emergency. All participants should complete the parade in full and fall-out at the church. 
In the Church

All units will proceed to the seating area reserved for them.  

Dispersal

On the conclusion of the service the Parade will disperse on leaving the Church.  A buffet will be served in the Workington Royal British Legion following the Church service. 
Bad Weather arrangements

In the event of ‘bad weather, torrential rain or any other Act of God’, the parade will take place, but if in doubt, ring Workington British Legion 01900 66834 and ask for the Parade Organiser. Time of ringing will be 1pm on the day.
Wreaths
Organisations / Representatives can collect their Wreaths from the R. B. L. Club with prior arrangement with the Organiser before the day of the Parade.  Organisations / Representatives should bring their Wreaths to the start of the Parade on Pow Street.  Wreaths will be laid at the Cenotaph in Vulcan Park.

6. Representatives of the territorial and reserve forces

9. Representatives of uniformed voluntary services (St John Ambulance, Red Cross, etc.)

10. Representatives of cadet forces

11. Representatives of youth organisations

12. Members of the public

Standard Bearers

At the Cenotaph, all Standards will be dipped on the first note of the “Last Post” and raised on the first note of “Reveille”; they will be dipped again in the Salute to the playing of the “National Anthem”.

When the parade has been halted, the Standards will be ordered to fall-out. They will then fall-in at the church entrance to form an avenue, through which the remainder of the parade will pass.  Standards will be conducted into the church and proceed down the Aisle to the Altar, where they will kneel or stand while handing over their Standards to the Clergy.  On the completion, the Bearers will about turn and proceed to the reserved seats at the front of the Aisle.  During the final hymn, the Standards will be collected and the Bearers will proceed up the Aisle of the church to reform an avenue outside the entrance.
